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Presidential Message

Happy New Year! The Semiquincentennial is nigh and we look forward to honoring the memories
of that time and our ancestors that forged it. One of the ways we hope to do this is to generate a list
of those ancestors whose lineage can be traced to those of us living here in the greater Barrett
Township region 250 years later. | am proud to be one of those people.
| am one of those that can claim to be a 9th generation Speicher in America. In 1736 Ulrich Speicher
and his sons Michael and Peter arrived in the Port of Philadelphia aboard a ship named the
Charming Nancy. Upon arrival they settled on the frontier of Pennsylvania Colony in what is present
day Bern Township, Berks County. The naming of the township is significant as they had emigrated
from the Canton of Appenzelle in the northeastern corner of Switzerland. There is a town named
Speicher in Switzerland to this day.

My direct lineage is Ulrich, Michael, Christian, Jacob, Jacob, Allison, Edwin, Russel, then me. |
have two adult sons Jordan and Jacob making them the 10th generation Speicher’s in America. |
know all of this because there are close familial ties among the Speichers, and in 1961 the first
edition of A History of the Speicher, Spicher, Spyker, Family was published by the Speicher Family
Reunion Association. As that also coincides with the year of my birth, | am not listed among Ulrich’s
descendants; but | am in the second edition published in 1983. The reason for the triple spellings of
the family name is due to changes that were made over the years when having to fill out official
documents.

My father Russel was born in a farm house in Bern Township without electricity or indoor plumbing.
He was the first in our line of descent to attend college. He had a remarkable gift for music and
attended West Chester State College to become a music teacher. There he met my mother,
Elizabeth Jordan. They were married in the summer of 1958. In 1960 my dad was hired as a music
teacher for the newly created Pocono Mountain School District. He would go on to head the music
department and stayed at Pocono Mountain for 32 years. Upon his passing we bought the house |
grew up in from my mother.

In addition to publishing the family history, the Speicher Family Reunion Association also erected a
monument to the family in the New Heidelberg UCC in Bern Township the same year, 1961. Jackie
and | made the pilgrimage a few years ago. While there | walked among the final resting place of
several of my direct ancestors - Jacob, Jacob and Allison. My grandfather Edwin was interred at the
Bern Church alongside my Grandmother Luella.

So, that's my story. What's yours? If you have tales of family members present during the period of
our Nation’s founding, we would love to hear them and publish them with your permission.

In closing | want to thank my good friend, Walter Lewis, who had to step aside as the President of the
Barrett Township Historical Society. He brought great enthusiasm and energy to the Society. The
direction he steered for the Society during his tenure will continue to guide us into the future. | know
that he will stay involved and | look forward to his advice on all matters associated with making the
BTHS the best we can be.

Happy Semiquincentennial everyone. | hope to be celebrating this historic milestone with you all in
the year to come.

October

Our program for October was Eastern Cherokee Basketry:
How a Craft Keeps the Tradition of a Culture Alive” by Barbara
Tracy. Her presentation started with a brief history of the
Cherokee Indians who have carried on the tradition of the
Qualla baskets. The Qualla Boundary or the Qualla is a
territory held as a land trust by the United States Government
for the federally recognized Easter Band of the Cherokee
Indians (EBCI) who reside in Western North Carolina. The
area is part of the large historic Cherokee territory in the
Southeast, which extended into Eastern Tennessee, western
South Carolina, northern Georgia and Alabama. The tribe
purchased this land in the 1870’s. It is not a reservation created by the government. They have
their own constitution but did not obtain citizenship until after World War Il. Individuals can buy, own
and sell the land provided they are enrolled members of the EBCI tribe.

Cherokee Baskets

Qualla comes from the Cherokee word kwalli (old woman) and refers to Polly who was an elder

Cherokee woman who lived in the area. The treaty M T

gave the Cherokee the right to gather river cane along

the river forever. They have made these baskets for DBO® WMC ATAEN

generations passing the craft down to their children to Tsalagi talutsa

carry on. The two styles for these river cane baskets are  (Cherokee basketweaving)

single and double weave.

November

Our program for November was “Ice Harvesting in Monroe County” by Bill Leonard. The ice
harvesting industry in the Poconos started in 1806, but the ice plow was not invented until 1825. In
late December or early January, once the lakes were frozen at least 12” to 14”, horses (wearing
special shoes) pulling an ice plow, scored the ice into the proper size for breaking the blocks apart
and transporting large sections at a time to the shores for unloading. Needless to say, this was a
very difficult and dangerous undertaking. Ice harvesting reached its peak from 1880-1910. The
1950’s saw the end of the era due to the invention of mechanical refrigeration.

Large buildings were constructed to house the blocks of ice, which could weigh up to 300 Ibs. The
sides of the ice houses were insulated with sawdust, which kept the blocks frozen as late as the
following October. Also, straw was used to cover the top layer of the blocks of ice. Conveyer belts
were used to get the blocks from the ground up into the ice houses. Up to 100 men were employed
during the ice harvest season. There were even job opportunities for young boys. Chunk boys
removed broken pieces of ice in order to keep the large blocks moving along the conveyer. Shine
boys were employed to clean up horse manure from the surface of the ice. Once the warm manure
was removed, a

shiny area would remain on the sanitized ice. Twenty-five million tons could be produced in a year.
Ice was delivered throughout the area and shipped as far as New Jersey and New York by rail.

Since 1994 ice harvesting at Tobyhanna Mill Pond #1 has continued each year, providing there is
enough ice to cut. You can participate in the 2026 harvest, held the 31st of January from 9 am to 2
pm. This free event is located at the Coolbaugh Township Historical Association, 2071 Lakeside
Drive, Tobyhanna, PA.

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Historical Recipes side by side: Sweet Potato Pudding
Edited by Mary Kate Reeves-Hoché

Did you know that the sweet potato was cultivated, grown, and eaten before the white (Irish)
potato? It came to the United States, likely from Peru, and was taken to Europe by Christopher
Columbus. It was a staple of our early American Ancestors as it was easy to grow, provided great
nutrition, and kept the struggling colonies, and young nation from starvation.

Potato pudding, or sweet potato pudding is listed in the 1747 cookbook by Hannah Glasse The
Art of Cookery made Plain and Easy which was the most popular cookbook in America during the
time of the American Revolution. Hannah Glasse didn’t have a recipe for a pie, but instead for a
pudding made in a casserole dish.

1747 Hannah Glasse The Art of Cookery made Plain and Easy
“Potato Pudding”

Boil two pounds of potatoes, and beat them in a mortar fine, beat in half a pound of melted butter,
boil it half an hour, pour melted butter over it, with a glass of white-wine or the juice of a Seville
orange, and throw sugar all over the pudding and dish.

21° Century Recipe for Sweet-Potato Pudding from Joy of Cooking

Oven 350 Degrees F
Combine and beat well:

2 cups cooked, mashed sweet potatoes

1 cup sugar

Y2 cup melted butter

6 beaten egg yolks

1 %2 teaspoons grated lemon rind

1 cup orange juice

Ya cup nutmeg or 2 tablespoons rum
Fold in:

2 stiffly beaten egg whites
Bake pudding in greased baking dish about 1 hour.
After the pudding is baked and cooled, it may be topped with meringue made with the left over 4 egg
whites (beat egg whites with % teaspoon cream of tartar, as peaks are just beginning to hold shape
gradually add 3 tablespoons sugar until egg whites are stiff)
